ARCHIVES COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN

(Sobriety requirement: 24 months)

The Harbor Area Archives Committee Chairman is elected each year to select and chair a committee whose
responsibility is to promote the importance of, acquire new material for and maintain the Archives for
Alcoholics Anonymous in the Harbor Area.

The Harbor Area Archives Committee actively seeks historical information regarding the beginnings of A.A. in
the Harbor Area and background information of the various groups and meetings that are, or have been, in
existence.

The committee will;

Promote the growth and importance of the Archives.

Solicit material from groups and meetings to add to the Archives.
Catalogue and list the materials in the Archives.

Provide storage and safe-keeping for the Archives.

Submit a monthly Archives page for publication in the Harbor Light.
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The Committee has collected numerous pieces of memorabilia from members who have been part of the
programs over the years.

The Committee has also published a History of A.A. in the Harbor Area from 1941. Copies are available at

Central Office. As time permits the committee will recommend updates and modifications to the current History
of A.A. in the Harbor Area.
